Kurt got twice as many lollies as Isaiah. Joshua got three times as many lollies as Isaiah plus 
six lollies. Their Father gave them the same number of lollies each day up to (and including) 
Friday (5 days in total). Altogether, their Dad gave them 210 lollies. How many lollies did
